• Monitors and adjusts the operation of wastewater treatment plant pumps, motors and other equipment. 
• Reads gauges, dials and other instruments that depict and/or record data. 
• Services, maintains, and repairs a variety of plant equipment, including pumps, valves, motors, filters, 

meters, and related plant equipment. Inspects treatment plant equipment and facilities to locate 
needed repairs, makes repairs on various plant equipment as required. 

• Inspects and maintains wastewater distribution and collection facilities. 
• Keeps records and prepares necessary reports. Maintains logs and records. 
• Assists in conducting a variety of chemical and physical tests. 
• Performs general plant maintenance work, such as sweeping, cleaning, painting, and landscaping. 
• Performs other related duties as required.
